4. Galatians 5:22-23 Speaks on the fruit of the Spirit. Which out of these you still struggle with? 

5. Why do you believe you have difficulty with this area taking root in your life? 

6. When you have a spiritual ring on, are you allowed to do what you want to do? why or why not 

7. What makes the engagement different from just being companions?   

8. How long have you been walking with Christ? 

9. What makes your walk different from the time you first came to know Christ until now? 

10. Without you saying so, how do people know you are a Christian? 

11. Biblically, how does Christ want his followers to look like?  

12. How did Christ’s spiritual ring to His father look like? How did Christ’s spiritual ring shine?
